


  Our office provides the highest quality Root Canal Therapy 
to our patients using the most modern equipment and the 
most advanced techniques. All of our surgical and non-surgical 
dentistry is performed under an operating microscope. This 
allows us to be more thorough, more precise, and gentle.
  In consideration of our patients, we utilize Computer 
Digitized Radiography. This allows us to reduce radiation 
exposure to our patients by up to 90% and decrease the 
amount of time required for treatment. It also allows us to 
project images on computer monitors so our patients can see 
and better understand their unique dental problem. We know 
that patients who are better informed have the power to make 
educated choices and understand why root canal therapy may 
or may not be necessary.
  We also know that a visit to a dental office can be 
uncomfortable and intimidating. It is our goal to eliminate, 
or a least reduce, those unnecessary  barriers on the road to 
rehabilitation.
   Our staff is uniquely qualified to assist in the delivery of 
microscopic clinical care. We are also trained to assist with 
insurance reimbursements and financing of treatment.

Why would I need an endodontic procedure?

  Endodontic treatment is necessary when the pulp 
tissue inside the tooth becomes inflamed or infected. The 
inflammation or infection can have a variety of causes: deep 
decay, repeated dental procedures on the tooth or a crack or 
chip in the tooth. In addition, a blow to the tooth may cause 
pulp damage even if the tooth has no visible chips or cracks. 
If pulp inflammation or infection is left untreated, it can cause 
pain or lead to an abscess.
  Signs of pulp damage include pain, prolonged sensitivity 
to heat  or cold, discoloration of the tooth and swelling and 
tenderness in the nearby gums. Sometimes, there are no 
symptoms. 

 

What does an endodontic retreatment involve?

  In many cases, complex restorative materials—crown, post, 
and core materials—must be disassembled and removed to 

permit access to the root canals.
  After removing the canal filling, the endodontist can clean 
the canals and carefully examine the inside of the tooth, 
searching for any additional canals or unusual anatomy that 
requires treatment.
  After the final visit with your endodontist, you will need to 
return to your dentist as soon as possible to have a new crown 
or other restoration placed on the tooth to protect and restore 
it to full function.

FAQ’s at our office:
Q: Can I eat before my appointment?

A: Absolutely. In fact, it would be a good idea not to arrive at 
our office hungry as you may leave with instructions to not eat 
or drink for two hours after your procedure is finished.

Q: Will I need a driver to transport me?

A: No. You will be perfectly fine to drive to and from your 
appointment. The only time we insist that you have a driver with 
you is when you are going to be taking sedatives prior to your 
treatment.

Q: Will I be unconscious for the procedure?

A: No. There really is no need. Different kinds of local anesthetic 	
will be used and as a fun distraction, you can wear our state-of-
the-art movie goggles and watch one of the latest movies while 
your tooth is being treated.

Q: Can I be unconscious for the procedure?

A: We offer the option of utilizing oral sedation or Nitrious Oxide 
sedation to help alleviate procedure-related anxiety. Please ask 
the doctor about this as special planning will be necessary.

Q: How much will this procedure cost?

A: Please ask about fees when you call to set up your 
appointment. Teeth that have several canals are more costly than 
ones that have a single canal. Teeth that are being treated for the 
first time cost less than re-treatments. Dental insurance can help 
offset some of your expenses. We encourage you to call your 
insurance company and educate yourself about your eligibility 
and benefits for endodontic treatment.

Q: Will this procedure be done in one visit?

A: Each root canal treatment is unique. We will evaluate your 
specific case to determine the right number of visits that will 
ultimately give you the best result. It may often just take one 
visit.
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
